The belle
of durres mosaic

he mosaic was quite unexpectedly

discovered, for the first time, by an Austrian

army setting up a fortification in 1916. The
Austrian officer, Camillo Prashnicher being also a
good archeologist, took care of the mosaic so that
it couldn’t be damaged. He was the first to publish
the mosaic picture in a book of his on Albanian
archeology, and he referred to it as a masterpiece
of the Hellenistic art. But later the mosaic was
covered again and was lost.

Fourtunately, in 1947 it was re-discovered by the
famous archeologist from Durres, Vangjel Togi.
The mosaic was discovered 3.80m beneath a
dwelling,

surrounded by a wooden border, elliptical in shape

in a residential quarter of the town. It is

and measures 17 x 10 feet. The mosaic shows a
woman’s head surrounded by flowers. The mosaic
nicknamed as “The Belle of Durres” - a
conventional and metaphorical name — belongs
to the end of the IV century BC.

This mosaic was used to decorate a private,
luxurious bath in this time span. The Belle of
Durres, the most polychromatic mosaic found in
the country, is made of pebbles put together after
the opus - vermiculatum technique. It represents
a high-developed fine art and has stylistic affinities
with Pela’s mosaics of the same period in
Macedonia. In 1982, the mosaic was taken from
Durres and placed in the main antiquity room of
the National Historical Museum. Dr. Moikom Zeqo
was the first to identify the mosaic figure, and he
brought forth the fact that the woman designed is
the same as the archetypes of the painted amphora
of Apulia and South TItaly, in red figures of the
Hellenistic era. According to Dr. Zeqo, this woman
represents Eileithyia the goddess of birth-pain.
This is the most distinguished and old mosaic
discovered in Albania.
