This was
obtained from a historical engraving
of the XIX century, a time when this
costume was widely used in the north
as well as in the south of Albania.
However, since the 30-ies of the XX
century, this costume has been used
in south only, whereas in the North it
was replaced by tight-fitting chakshir
(trousers).

The man holds in his hand “The long
Albanian rifle” — which is referred to
in many historical documents of the
XVIII century from authors such as
Poucquvile, T. Ipen, and known as “Les
longes Albanaise fusile”.
